 Learning Difficulties Grant Funding 2011-2012

Criteria for the Allocation of Grant Funding for projects to support Adults with learning difficulties and their family carers. 

The criteria below have been informed by the Government Paper ‘Valuing People Now’ (2009) that sets out the main priorities in respect of supporting people with learning difficulties and their family carers.

Approved Grants should reflect the values and aims contained within these priorities in the key areas below: 

Any project or initiative for family carers of adults with learning difficulties that-

· Promotes the inclusion of people with learning difficulties in their local community as an alternative to day services

· Supports people with learning difficulties to develop skills for the workplace and to access work opportunities

· Actively promotes healthy lifestyles for people with learning difficulties

· Provides family carers of adults with learning difficulties with a short break from caring responsibilities by offering meaningful occupation and activities for the cared-for individual
